—cannot get HIV if faithful to uninfected partner; —cannot get HIV from eating a meal with infected person.
Traditionally, a fifth question (“can a healthy-looking person be infected with HIV”) is included as a standard
assessment of correct knowledge, but there was some problem in the translation of the question into
Myanmar. For this reason, correct knowledge was assessed according to only 4 questions.
